PASSENGER FACILITY CHARGES (PFC)

The Authority collected a PFC of $4.50 per enplaned passenger. During the current year, the Authority collected a total of $2.5 million
in PFCs. Passengers pay PFCs on the first two and last two portions of any trip. No PFCs are collected from non-revenue passengers
such as a passenger using a frequent flier award ticket. PFCs are used for expenditures approved by FAA based upon formal request
by the Authority. For further details, see the Schedule of Passenger Facility Charges in the Compliance Section of this report.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The Authority’s financial statements are prepared on an accrual basis in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles
promulgated by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB). The Authority is structured as a single enterprise fund with
revenues recognized when earned, not when received. Expenses are recognized when incurred, not when they are paid. Capital
assets are capitalized and (except land) are depreciated over their useful lives. Amounts are restricted for debt service, passenger
facility charges, and, where applicable, for construction activities. See the notes to the financial statements for a summary of the
Authority’s significant accounting policies.
